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PREFACE

The Modern Standard Arabic Basic Course consists of
eighteen volumes of 143 lessons, a volume on the sound
system of Modern Standard Arabic, a volume on the Arabic
writing system, an Instructor's Manual, a comprehension
drills volume, a grammar notes volume, and an Arabic-
English glossary. It was developed and produced by the
Defense Language Institute (DLI).

The course is designed for use in a full-time resident
training program consisting of six hours of instruction
each day, five days a week. For maximum effectiveness the
course should be taught by qualified instructors who are
educated native speakers of Modern Standard Arabic.
