PREFACE

This Modern Standard Arabic Basic Course consisting of
twenty-three volumes of lessons and accompanying tapes, workbooks,
and references, was developed and produced by the Defense Language
Institute, Foreign Language Center (DLIFLC).

The course is designed for use in a full-time resident train-
ing program consisting of six hours instruction each day, five
days a week. For maximum effectiveness the course should be
taught by qualified instructors who are educated native speakers
of Modern Standard Arabic. Additional text material is being
prepared for appropriate colloquial Arabic dialects to be used
in conjunction with this course as required.

A. The relative pronouns*lladii, llatii, lladiina, and llawaatii

In this lesson, the four words lladii, llatii, lladiina, and
llawaatii have been introduced. Like the noun sm 'name', these words
begin with two consonants, and the syllable /'a-/ is therefore added
to them when they occur sentence-initially or after a pause.

The words lladii, 1llatii, lladiina, and llawaatii are relative
pronouns which, depending on the context, may be translated into English
by who, which, or that. It is very misleading, however, to equate the
usage of the Arabic relative pronouns with the English usage of who,
which, and that: often an Arabic sentence must have a relative pronoun
even though the equivalent sentence in English does not have who, which,
or that; the reverse is also true. The student must therefore be
guided in using the Arabic relative pronouns by the discussion below,
not by translation.

The modifier of a definite noun must be definite. If a noun
or an adjective, the modifier is made definite by prefixing the definite
article to it; otherwise, the modifier is made definite by placing a
relative pronoun before it:

al'ustaadu jjadiidu min migra. 'The new professor is from
Egypt.'

al'ustaadu lladii hunaa min migra. 'The professor who is here
is from Egypt.'

al'ustaadu lladii fi lmaktabati The professor who is in the
min misra. library is from Egypt.'

aggaalibu lladii 9indahu 'The student who has a car
sayyaayatun gadiiqii. is my friend.'

The relative pronoun refers to the modified noun and agrees with
it in number and gender: 1lladii is the masculine singular form, llatii
is the feminine singular form, lladiina is the masculine plural form,
and llawaatii is the feminine plural form:

attaalibu lladii hunaa 'The student (M) who is here
sadiigii. is my friend.'

attaalibatu llatii hunaa 'The co-ed who is here is my
sadiiqatii. friend.'

* Remember the initial form is 'alladii.

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attullaabu lladiina hunaa 'The students (M) who are
min migra. here are from Egypt.'

attaalibaatu llawaatii 'The co—-eds who are here are
hunaa min misra. from Egypt.'

The relative pronoun which introduces the modifier of non-human
plural nouns is llatii (since non-human plural nouns behave grammatically

like feminine singular nouns):

alkutubu llatii 9indii *The books I have are new.'
jadiidatun.

ajjaami9aatu llatii fii haadihi 'The universities in this
lmadiinati sagiiratun. city are small.'

Relative pronouns do not receive case endings:

ayna ttilmiidu lladii 'Where is the student who is
min misra? from Egypt?'

fariidun ma%a ttilmiidi 'Farid is with the student
lladii min misra. who is from Egypt.'

B. The gquestion word ayy

The question word ayy is usually in construct with (1) a singular
indefinite noun, (2) a non-singular definite noun, or (3) a non-
singular pronoun. In the first case it is translatable by 'which?’
and in the other two cases it is translatable by 'which of...':

ayyu tilmiidin 'anta? 'Which student are you?'

ayyu g¢gdubbaati min migra? 'Which of the officers is
from Egypt?'

ayyukum bagiirun? 'Which of you is Bashir?'

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The word ayy is inflected for case, but for neither number nor
gender. The case ending which ayy receives is, of course, determined
by its function in the sentence (e.g., ayy is in the nominative case
if it is the subject, and in the genitive case if it is the object of
a preposition):

ayyu tilmiidatin 'anti? 'Which co-ed are you?'

min 'ayyi madrasatin huwa? 'Which school is he from?'

Like the other question words which you have, ayy introduces the
question unless it is the cbject of a preposition (in which case the
prepositional phrase introduces the question):

ayyu l'asaatidati min 'Which of the professors is

misra? from Egypt?'
min ‘ayyi madiinatin 'Which city is she from?'
hiya?

Pausal Forms

Every sentence ends in a pause; in addition, pauses may occur
within the sentence (usually, but not always) at points indicated by
commas . When they occur immediately before a pause, words assume
certain forms (called "pausal forms") which are specified by the
following three rules:

A. 1In general, final short vowels are dropped before a pause.
Invariable forms (such as huwa, hiya, hunna, ayna, tilka, etc.) are
an exception to this rule since their final short vowels are usually
retained before a pause.

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There are two common situations in which speakers of MSA use
pausal forms:

(1) Before a pause. As was explained above, pauses occur in
sentence-medial as well as in sentence-final positions.

(2) When use of the pausal form eliminates an ending which the
speaker, for some reason, cannot determine.

Proper Nouns

Proper nouns are commonly used in the pausal form even when they
are not followed by a pause. Since this practice is by no means
universal, the student will be exposed to the inflected form of proper
nouns (i.e., the form which includes a case ending); from this point on,
however, the student will be required to produce only the pausal form
of such nouns.
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If the pausal form of a given proper noun ends in a consonant, a
following word which begins with two consonants is pronounced as if it
were in utterance-initial position:

ayna saliim 'alyawm? 'Where is Salim today?'’

Notice that in the above sentence, the word /lyawm/ is pronounced
as /‘'alyawm/ in order to avoid a sequence of three consonants and still
retain the pausal form of the proper noun. You will recall that
/'alyawm/ is the form which the word assumes sentence-initially and
after a pause; in other words, the sentence is pronounced as if there
were a pause between the proper noun and the following word; indeed,

a very brief pause is often inserted in this position to facilitate
using the pausal form of the proper noun. A purist would pronounce
the sentence in the following manner:

ayna saliimuni lyawm?

A. Arabic sentences with verbs

This lesson introduces sentences which contain verbs. Such sentences
are two types: those which begin with (or consist of) a verb, and those
which begin with a noun:

rajala. 'He returned.'
raja%9a saliim, 'Salim returned.'
saliim raja9a. 'Salim returned.'

The second type is less common than the first; nevertheless, there
are situations where sentences of the second type are preferable to
equivalent sentences of the first type:

man raja%a? 'Who returned?'
saliim raja%a. 'Salim returned.'

In the sentences raja%a saliim and saliim raja9a, the subject of
the verb is saliim. The verb agrees with a following subject in
gender only:

raja%a saliim. 'Salim returned.'

raja9at 'ustaadatii. 'My teacher (F) returned.'
raja9a 'asaatidatii. 'My teachers (M) returned.'
raja%at 'ustaadaatii. 'My teachers (F)} returned.'

With a preceding subject, however, the verb agrees in number,
gender, and person. Agreement in number, gender, and person is
indicated by suffixes which occur on the verb form.

B. The huwa form of the verb

The form yaja9a 'he returned' is the "huwa form" of the verb (i.e.,
the form which has a third-person masculine singular subject). It
consists of (1) the stem raja9 and (2) the suffix -a which means 'third

person masculine singular™.

C. The citation form of the verb

In English, the infinitive is used as the citation form of the verb
(i.e., the form which refers to the verb as such without specifying
tense, person, or number). In Arabic, the huwa form of the verb is used
as the citation form; thus raja%9a is translatable by 'to return' (without
specific reference to tense, person, number or gender), although strictly
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speaking it means ‘he returned'. In Arabic dictionaries, only the
huwa form of each verb is listed.

D. The hiya, anta, anti, antum, and antunna forms of the verb

i Each of these forms is made by adding a suffix to the verb stem. In
““the following table, the suffixes are separated from the stem by a

1yphen:
hiya rajad9-at
anta raja9-ta
anti rajag-ti
antum rajagd-tum

antunna rajaS-tunna

E. Dropping the pronominal subject of the verb

In a sentence like antunna raja9tunna 'You (F. Pl.) returned', the
subject is redundant sincE ¥ nhunber, gender, and person are specified

by the ending on the verb; therefore, pronominal subjects which precede
the verb are usually dropped:

antunna dahabtunna. dahabtunna. 'You (F. Pl.)went.'

F. Verbal nouns

In Arabic, as in English, there is a class of nouns which are
derived from verbs. Some examples from English are education (from
to educate), payment (from to pay), getting (from to get), working

(from to work), etc.

Arabic nouns which are derived from verbs will be referred to as
"verbal nouns." In the sentences below, alHusuul is a verbal noun

derived from the verb Hagala 'to obtain', and al%amal is a verbal noun
derived from 9amila 'to WoOrk':

e raja9a bad9da lHuguuli 'He returned after receiving
9alaa &%ahaada. the degree (literally: "after
the obtaining of the degree").'

raja9a lil9amali fii ' He returned to work in my
maktabii. office (literally: "for
the purpose of working in
my office™)."
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G. The guestion words mataa and limaadaa

Like other guestion words, mataa 'when?' and limaadaa 'why?' come at
the beginning of the sentence:

mataa yaja%a 'ila 19iraaq? 'When did he return to Irag?'
limaadaa dahaba 'ila '‘Why did he go to Cairo?'

tagaka—nii 'he left me'

The long vowel /uu/ is added to the antum form of the verb before
the addition of a pronominal object:
