Except for the form iHdaa, the units are inflected for case (the
masculine indefinite forms for 'eight' are Samaaniyan in the accusative
case and Gamaanin in the other two cases; the masculine definite forms
for the same numeral are a®®amaaniya in the accusative case and
aéBamaanii in the other two cases). Likewise, the tens are inflected
for case.
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When indefinite, the counted noun follows the numeral, and when
definite it precedes the numeral. In the first situation, the counted
noun is singular and accusative; in the second situation, the counted
noun is plural and the definite article is prefixed to both the unit
and the ten.
