Just as nouns and certain other parts of speech are marked for
case, present-tense verbs are marked for mood. Present-tense verbs
have three common moods; namely, the subjunctive, the jussive, and the
indicative. 1In Arabic there are two types of particles which govern
the mood of the present-tense verb. A present-tense verb is in the sub-
junctive mood if preceded by a particle of the first type, in the
jussive mood if preceded by a particle of the second type, and in the
indicative modd if not preceded by a particle of either type.
