Conditional Sentences

) A conditional sentence consists of two clauses joined by one of
a set of conjunctions called conditional particles.

The following characteristics should be noted:

(1) The clause introduced by the particle is called the "condition"
(or the "protasis") and the other clause is called the "result" {or the
"apodosis") .

The occurrence or the validity of what the result expresses
depends on the occurrence or the validity of what the condition
expresses.

(2) In regard to tense and mood, the verbs which occur in
conditional sentences are governed by complicated rules.

(3) The particles . 4 and J sometimes occur at the
beginning of the result; their occurrence is governed by precise but
rather complicated rules.

Because of the above considerations, conditional sentences
will be taught for recognition only; thus the student will be required
merely to understand the meaning of certain conditional constructions;
