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While deployed in Arab countries, you may find yourself in situations where you will
need to locate food and shelter, along with purchasing items from stores. It will also be
necessary to show hospitality to guests when they come to your quarters. It is customary
in many cultures to invite guests for social gatherings, such as a dinner party. This lesson
is designed to assist you in locating food and shelter, and performing daily activities.

Checks include a 10% to 15% service charge. It is customary to also leave a tip that

comes up to 10%, depending on the order. If you pay with large bills and want to leave
the rest as a tip, you say...

Keep the change (ALl Bdta

In restaurants, the maitre d’ will seat you and you usually don't have to wait for this
service. Even if the restaurant were to be crowded, it would not be proper to share or join
someone else's table. The French word "menu," as with many other French words,

became “Arabicized” and is commonly used in Arab countries: e\-’-u\ 48 ey with

prices is offered after you are seated, and sometimes it is posted at the entrance, together
with the specialty of the day. In a menu, you will find the prices of side dishes:

Water is always served with meals without request

* Note: Doggie bags are not usually given.
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Tip of the Day

In most Arab countries, people do not use wood for
construction. They usually build their houses with
cement, iron, and stones.

In the holy month of Ramadan, restaurants are open. However, it is not recommended to
eat, drink, or smoke in the streets or in other public places as a courtesy and respect to a
fasting Islamic community. Also, alcoholic beverages will not be served in most places.

Restrictions on drinks also apply at other Islamic feasts such as @-*2:‘2“ e | the
birthday of the Prophet, and )jﬂﬂ\ e which is after the fasting month of Ramadan.

In most Arab countries, gas stations are full service.
You will find workers who put gas in your car and
who even fill the tires with air.

Dining in the Middle East

Expect the actual eating of a meal to come at the conclusion to an evening’s festivities.
Touch food and pass it with your right hand only. In some areas, Middle Easterners
consider it impolite to eat everything on one’s plate. Leaving food becomes a symbol of
abundance and serves to compliment the host.

You will be delighted to know that there are a variety of eateries in Arab countries. You
will be able to choose from national dishes to gourmet food with reasonable prices in
restaurants, hotels, and cafeterias. A cafeteria is a small restaurant that specializes in
selling different types of sandwiches, pastas, and fast food. You can eat good meals at
private clubs, but you have to be a member or accompanied by a member. On certain
days, you can pay an admission fee to enter the club.

In large cities, like Cairo, Beirut, Amman, and Dhahran; foreign restaurants serve
tourists, diplomats, businessmen, and some elite Arabs. These restaurants are well
known for offering their national cuisine, which can be expensive. A few of these
popular foreign restaurants are in five star hotels. You can eat dinner in an entertaining
atmosphere of

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Middle Eastern or European extravagance. Also, you can charge your meal to your room
number. In some five star hotels and restaurants, it is necessary to make reservations.
However, in most restaurants, it is on a first come, first serve basis. Restaurants vary
their hours, but most start serving lunch at noon and stay open until 11 p.m. In some
five-star hotels, cafeterias are open 24 hours a day. In restaurants and hotels that are not
recognized by the Ministry of Tourism as five-star, tourists will not find the quality or the
ample variety of food and drinks.

Many restaurants have a daily special (3l
g__;A).—.J‘, which varies from day to day and includes a main course, side dishes, soup, salad,
and dessert of the day at a fixed price. Service tends to be fast and courteous except in
some rush hours. Guests will never be asked to leave to make room for new guests, and
usually people stay for some time after they eat to sip more coffee, take another drink, or
just sit and talk.

Critical Customs:

e Men and women eat separately whenever a new guest is at the house.
e Reach for food with your right hand only.
e Leave a little food on the plate as a symbol of abundance.

e Do not stare at the Arab women. One accidental glance is acceptable if you
turn away immediately. A second glance is forbidden!

e Do not drink alcohol or ask for alcohol.

e Refrain from putting feet on tables or furniture. Show respect. Avoid leaning
against walls, slouching in chairs, and keeping hands in pockets. Keep from
pointing with the feet. Do not show the soles of the feet, as they are the lowest
and dirtiest part of the body.

e Do not talk loudly.

e Take off your shoes at the entrance of a home.
