Foreigners may think most Arabs live in camps and tents. This is
untrue. Arabs also live in houses and apartments. Only few of them
live in tents. Those individuals belonging to tribes live in regions
that are far from cities and towns. Even in the middle ages, many
Arabs lived in the cities in houses. The governors during the Islamic
empire lived in huge palaces.

The Egyptian army, which was established after World War I, was greatly
influenced by the British army, especially in its administration. From the mid-
1950s to the mid-1970s, the Soviet Union was the major source of supply for heavy
hardware. Presently, the Egyptian army is dependent on many other sources. Most
of their ranking officers who studied overseas went to the former Soviet Union.
Very few high-ranking officers went to Western nations, i.e. Britain and France for
the same purpose. Since 1975, Egypt has been acquiring its most sophisticated,
high- technology arms and equipment from the United States.
