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Introduction Module 4 Lesson 1

Deploying on certain missions such as Foreign Internal Defense (FID) may require
the creation of duty rosters, training schedules, and lesson plans for the purpose of
training indigenous forces. These tools are used in establishing the daily routines for
training and establishing the time, place, and uniform(s) of the day. This lesson is
intended to familiarize you with such daily activities.

Scenario: Deploying on a mission
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Tip of the day:

All soldiers get two hours off duty at night after the last prayer time when they
usually play cards, chess or backgammon. It is traditional for the morale
department to organize soccer or basketball games between officers and soldiers at
least once a week.

Soldiers are allowed to watch television on Fridays following the soccer matches,
but normally this is under the supervision of the Officer-On-Duty because
supporters of each team tend to get angry if their team loses.

These
depend on the gender and/or the count of the nouns — subjects or objects - used in the
sentences need to be connected.

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Military Uniforms of Saudi Arabia

Uniforms worn by personnel of Saudi Arabia's armed services, including the National
Guard, are closely patterned on the British and American models that influenced those
forces during their early development. The most common uniform colors are khaki or
olive drab for the Army and National Guard, blue or white for the Navy, and blue for
the Air Force. Officers have work or duty uniforms for various functions and dress
uniforms for formal occasions. All personnel wear berets, and officers also have visor
hats. Members of the Royal Guard Regiment often wear the flowing white thaub
(robe) and white kuffiyah and qutrah (traditional Arab headgear of skullcap and
scarf). Berets are usually of distinctive colors that designate certain branches, e.g.,
paratroopers wear maroon, tank troops wear black, and the Royal Guardsmen--when
in conventional uniforms--wear bright green berets. National guardsmen wear the
traditional red-checkered Arab headdress, although some more modern units wear red
berets. Tribal units often wear the thaub with crossed bandoliers. The brass badge
worn by all ranks depict the national symbol--a date palm with crossed sabers beneath
a crown, all enclosed by a wreath.

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Tip of the day

Civilian means of transportation such as shuttle vehicles, buses, or taxis are not permitted
on military installations. There are no schools for military family members in Arab
countries. Medical coverage includes only enlisted soldiers, but NCO and officers’
families (Parents or in-laws who reside in the same house, spouses and children) can be
treated in military hospitals for free. However, if they choose to go to civilian doctors,
there is no medical coverage for them.
