The Relative Noun 4wl

Although you have studied relative nouns in Module 1, you will review it in even more
detail in this lesson.

The relative noun is the noun used to indicate affiliation. For example, in English we
describe a person from France by saying that he is French and we describe a person who
believes in communism by saying that he is a communist.

The relative noun is derived from that noun which refers to a city, country, region, etc.
In Arabic, the rule is simple. We add the suffix (¢$) to the end of the noun to make it a
relative noun.

The Relative Noun is formed by adding the suffix ¢ to
the noun

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Tip of the Day:

The word Moors is a corrupted word referring to the people who came from Morocco.
The Christians of the Iberian Peninsula began to use this term exclusively for
Muslims when the Muslims lost administrative control of the northern parts of Spain
and Portugal. Later, other words such as Moriscos and Mudejares were used for them
beginning in the mid-thirteenth century.

Ancient Voyages of the Arab World

The birth of Islam opened a new vista for enterprise and the vast conquests of the Arabs
during the early decades of Islamic history. This served as a fresh stimulus to their
adventurous spirits. The stories of the famous Arabian Nights, including the one about
Sinbad the Sailor, give a glimpse of the adventures of those fearless Arabs. It provides a
slightly colored account of the great voyages undertaken by Arab mariners as early as the
Ist century A.D., and who, undaunted by the perils enroot, roamed about in stormy seas
reaching such distant lands as Ceylon, Zanzibar, Maldives, Malaya, Java and Sumatra.

The Hajj or the holy pilgrimage to Mecca was another factor that added to their geographic
and commercial knowledge by providing social contacts among Muslims of various
countries visiting Mecca every year. This pilgrimage not only provided the means for
promoting religious unity but also contributed to strengthening the commercial ties among
Muslim countries and led to the exchange of views and news among people of far-flung
countries. In fact, the Hajj, which created an opportunity for a great international assembly
each year, has paved the way for Muslim commercial and geographic enterprises.

ABUL HASAN ALI AL-MASU'DI
(DIED 957 A.D.)

Abul Hasan Ali Ibn Husain Ibn Ali Al-Masu'di was a descendant of Abdallah Ibn
Masu'd, a companion of the Holy Prophet. An expert geographer, a physicist, and
historian; Masu'di was born in the last decade of the 9th century A.D., his exact date
of birth being unknown. He was a Mutazilite Arab, who explored distant lands and
died in Cairo, in 957 A.D.
He traveled to Fars in 915 A.D. and, after staying for one year in Istikhar, he
proceeded via Baghdad to India, where he visited Multan and Mansoora before
returning to Fars. From there he traveled to Kirman and then again to India.
Mansoora in those days was a city of great renown and was the capital of the Muslim
state of Sind. Around it, there were many settlements/townships of new converts to
Islam. In 918 A.D, Masu'di traveled to Gujrat, where more than 10,000 Arab
Muslims had settled in the seaport of Chamoor. He also traveled to Deccan, Ceylon,
Indo-China and China, and proceeded via Madagascar, Zanzibar and Oman to Basra.
At Basra, he completed his book Muruj-al-Thahab, in which he described in a most
absorbing manner his experience of various countries, peoples and climates. He gives
accounts of his personal contacts with the Jews, Iranians, Indians and Christians.
From Basra, he moved to Syria and from there to Cairo, where he wrote his second
extensive book Muruj al-Zaman in thirty volumes. In this book, he has described in
detail the geography and history of the countries that he had visited. His first book
was completed in 947 A.D. He also prepared a supplement, called Kitab al-Ausat, in
which he has compiled historical events chronologically. In 957 A.D., the year of his
death, he completed his last book Kitab al-Tanbih wa al-Ishraf, in which he has given
a summary of his earlier book as well as an errata.
With his scientific and analytical approach, he has given an account of the causes of
the earthquake of 955 A.D., as well as the discussions of the water of the Red Sea and
other problems in the earth sciences. He is the first author to make mention of
windmills, which were invented by the Muslims of Sijistan.
