Use of o« and Y in the Arabic Language

In previous lessons, you learned how to use U« to negate nominal (noun) sentences, and ¥
to negate verb sentences in the present tense. Let us review some examples:

In English ... In Arabic ...
Example 1:  The weather is not cold. Ak palall Gl
Example 2: I do not like winter. Al al Y

Remember that the noun after o« takes a damma and the following adjective takes a fatha,
as shown in Example 1 above.

So far, both rules were easy to understand and use, yet, in very few cases both words !

and Y are used to negate nominal (noun) sentences. There are two important points you
need to know when you apply this rule:

Rule1 ... To use ¥ to negate the nominal sentence,
both the noun and the adjective must be indefinite.

Example 3: Ao yaall 028 8 Alhes 310l Y

In this example, ¥ indicates a general meaning, and the Arabic sentence literally translates
to “None of the women in this school is pretty”.

Exception: In rare cases, ¥ can be used with definite nouns, but in this case the vowel on the
adjective must be the same for the noun. This is explained in the following example:

The climate in Arab countries varies from one country to another. The Arab world
stretches from Iraq, in the east, and west to Morroco on the Atlantic Ocean. Most of the
terrain in the Arab world is desert, although in some areas, primarily due to the presence of
several mountain ranges, the climate is moderate. The climate in the gulf region and
surrounding area is very hot and humid in the summer, but moderate in winter. The
countries bordering the Mediterranean Sea are completely different in terms of climate
than the countries of the gulf region. The Mediterranean climate is mild, both in winter
and in summer.
