The Nominative Case:

A noun is nominative if:

1. The noun is the subject of a verb in a sentence.
Here, the nominative case of the noun differs if the noun is used for a singular, dual or
plural.

i — if the noun is singular, it carries a damma.

2. The noun is the subject i of a nominal (noun) sentence.
Here, the noun behaves exactly the same way as it was the subject of a verb (item 1

above). It ends with a damma if it is singular, carries the suffix () if it is dual and ends

with the suffix O if it is a classic plural (Odd plurals behave differently since they do
not follow a grammatical rule for themselves).

In the example above, the word &l is the subject of the nominal sentence and it ends
with one damma because it is definite.

Here, since the plural noun ¢) aY) is an odd plural, you can see that it did not follow the
rule above, and this will be the case with all other odd plurals.

3. The noun is the predicate »= of a nominal (noun) sentence.
All the above rules about how the noun behaves in its nominative case apply here also.
Only one exception exists: the predicate noun carries a double damma if it is indefinite
and in the singular form. Let us revisit Example 4 again.

The driver is American. TSaal @il

In this example, the word GS:UA\ is the predicate of the nominal sentence and it is
indefinite and in the singular form. Thus it should end with a double damma. Now, if this
noun is dual or plural all the above rules in item 1 and 2 apply in exactly the same way.

All the above forms of nominative cases of the noun are summarized in the table on the
next page, taking the noun (<l as an example.
