When you travel to another country, you may receive instructions on the airplane or in
the airport in the language of that country. You may also need to ask about things like
ticket windows, transportation, rental vehicles, reservations, where to get something to
eat, or any number of other things at the airport. The people there might not understand
your language so it is important that you learn to communicate in theirs. This lesson will
provide you with the language you need for travel purposes.

(JTip of the Day

When traveling by train in the Middle East, it is important to remember that
many of the train systems have not had, nor do they receive, regular
maintenance. Countries like Egypt have had a history of train crashes and
other problems pertaining to their train system.

Buses, on the other hand, run more frequently but are often the target of
terrorist bombers. The bottom line is that no matter where you go in the
Middle East, you must be aware of your surroundings and be prepared for
anything.

Review: Joining sentences using Relative Nouns

As you learned before, no Arabic sentence will be void of a noun/pronoun.
If you have three sentences and you want to join them into one, two rules apply:
e Change the noun in sentence number 2 to a relative noun, and

e Use Lﬁm or g—m to join the sentences together. The word Lfﬂ‘ is used for

masculine nouns and gﬂ‘ is used for feminine nouns.
Look at Example 1 below to see how the following three sentences are joined together.

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Review: Changing present tense verbs to Imperatives

As you learned in previous lessons, to change present tense verb to imperative you must
first change the present tense or the future tense verb to past tense, then to imperative.

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Review: Negating the noun sentence

To negate the noun sentence in Arabic we use the word = at the start of the sentence.

You have learned before that L= should be conjugated according to both the gender and
the count of the noun/pronoun it is negating. Look at the following example:

Note that if o= is used to negate a noun sentence, the following rules should be applied:
e The noun after o+ should be in the nominative from (Qﬁ )5\) carrying a
damma (if the noun is singular), ending with 8] (if the noun is a pair) or ending
with (9 (if the noun is plural).
® The adjective after the noun in the sentence should be in the accusative form

(“—‘-*4-‘3\) carrying a damma (if the noun is singular), ending with (2 (if the
noun is a pair or plural).

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Activity 1 (Pair Work)
