Keep in mind
throughout this lesson that conventional good manners and considerations for the
customs and beliefs of others prevail in all Arab countries. Most Arabs are good
humored, kind, and informal as they expect others to be. They are not likely to take
offense at social blunders made by foreigners that arise not from intent, but from
ignorance of customs.

1. Insocial conversations there is always the give and take of good-humored small talk
in which an interest is shown in the health and well being of the other party. In
conversing with Arabs, one should not show impatience, preoccupation with other
affairs, or undue haste. In entertaining visitors, the host should never terminate a
conversation abruptly or seem to be dismissing a guest, no matter how busy the host
may be.

2. Ttis considered ‘proper courtesy' for a host to accompany his Arab visitor to the street
or waiting car. The Arab’s insistence that his host remain comfortably in the living
room is largely a formality.

3. Neither food nor drink should ever be taken with the left hand from an Arab host or
bearer. However, despite stories to the contrary, many Arabs hold their fork in their
left hand when actually eating and left-handed people need not anticipate
embarrassment if they eat as they would at home.

Omar Ibnelkhattab was the second Khalifa in the Islamic regime. He was very
well known for his strictness and fairness. He did not go easy on any violations of
the Islamic values and regulations. At the same time, he used to take valid
reasons and justifications into consideration when judging someone. An example
about his strictness is that he isolated Khaled Benlwaleed from the army
leadership when he knew that Khaled used his authorities to marry a woman.
Omar was also known for his fair distribution of the wealth and for his creativity
in legislating when new situations occur. For instance, when hunger spread
during his reign, he allowed people to eat dead bodies, the thing that is prohibited
by Islam. He is known for preventing something called pleasure marriage.

General Khaled Bin-Alwaleed

One of the most important military people in Islamic history, as well as in military
history in general, is Khaled Bin-Alwaleed. Khaled Bin-Alwaleed was said to be
one of the prophets of Islam’s companions. He was known for his smartness and
military skills. It was said that he led the Islamic army to success in several
important wars. He invented the concept of “the bridge” to pass rivers into the
enemy’s territories. He was known as being creative in his military plans and
tactics. These plans and tactics are still taught in military academies.

Skill Integration Exercises Arabic SOLT 1

During this one day exercise, the students will engage in activities that will reinforce and
support the learning that has taken place throughout the first six modules of phase I of the
Arabic SOLT course.

Situational Exercise One (Small Group Activity)

In this activity the class will work together as a group. The group members will play the
role as a team that has just been assigned to a new installation in the target region. The
situation is that the team leader must brief his members on the new facilities so that his
team can become properly oriented to the region. The team members will ask questions
and the leader will provide responses.

Situational Exercise Two (Small Group Activity)

In this activity the class will work together as a group. The group members will play the
roles of a team that has been assigned a mission and is putting together a plan of how and
where they will execute their mission. A new leader will be appointed for this activity.
The situation is that the team leader will brief a simple mission and assign tasks to the
other members. He will show a map and discuss the implications of weather on the
mission. Team members will ask relevant questions.

Situational Exercise Three (Paired Activity)

In this activity students will work in pairs. In the pairing one student will assume the role
of a travel agent, and the other a SOF soldier. The situation is that the soldier wants to
take leave and see the host country, but he doesn’t understand the local transportation
system. The “travel agent” will brief him on transportation options based on the time and
money that the soldier has allocated for the trip.

One student will play the role of an accident
witness and the other an emergency response operator. The situation is that there has
been a severe accident near the house of the witness, and he must summon assistance and
help to prepare incoming medical personnel to triage the victims. The operator must
request for all relevant information.
