Many Arab soccer teams have reached the finals in the World Cup Games. The
Moroccan team, the Egyptian team, and the Algerian team are among those who have
reached the second half of the finals. Arab basketball teams have also made a place
for themselves in a sport dominated by the Americans and Europeans. For instance,
the Lebanese team, Alhekma, won the championship of Asia more than once.

Sports Clubs in Arab Countries

In all Arab countries, sports clubs and sports unions exist. These clubs and unions
organize activities like soccer, basketball, handball, racquetball, tennis, swimming,
weight lifting, running, and many other activities. The clubs usually organize activities at
the local level, as well as at the national level. Unions usually organize activities at the
national and the international levels.
