Major White: . What is the field 6rganization of the Chinese Army,

sir?

Lt Colonel HOh: The basic field organization of the Chinese

Army is the division. Divisions are grouped together to
form armies and group armies under the command of area
commanders.

What is the strength of each division, sir?

I*m not sure. I understand the fighting strength of the
division has been increased with addition of personnel and
equipment. - The numerical strength and fire-power in an
individual division may be varied to a considerable degree.
What kind of equipment aad training do these divisions have?
They vary frqm each other. Those withAgood combat records
are to receive better equipmeﬁt and training sb that they
ﬁay serve as mainstays in combat readiness.

What does the Chinese Army think about its special arms,

sir?

Much attention has been paid to the strengthening of  the’

special arms. The number of these units has been increased
several times the previous figures. Increases in artillery

and engineering corps are particularly noteworthy. Mechanized

- units are also increased both in number and in fighting

strength. Career officers and men have been sent abroad

for advanced training.

Major White: What is the general condition of equipment and
supplies of the Chinese Army, sir?

Lt Colonel th:>A1though China has to depend upon the United
States for supplies of airplanes, heavy artillery, and

other modern equipment, her arsenals are producing enough

‘small arms to equip her.tropps. Iron and steel mills,
powder factories, chemical‘works have been founded to meet
military work shops needs. Most of the arsenals have their
power-generators, and store-houses, distribution dumps

and sppply points.

What about the uniforms?

Winter and summer uniforms,--shirts, underwear, shoes and

socks are adequately provided for thé troops. Part of the
materials are imported, but they generéily use home-spun
cloth for uniforms.

W: What about the Chinese soldiers rations?

H: Thé Chinese soldiers are given about 24 ounces of rice or
26 ounces of flour per person a day, besides a sufficient

quantity of beans, vegetables,vand meat. As far ég-;he

Chinese standard is concerned, the ration is adequate and

 full of nourishment, and the diet is balanced.

Ma jor White: Which organization is responsible and in charge of
military education, sir?

Lt Colonel Hoh: The Board of Military Training. However, a
number of special schools are under other military organs.

W: What is the Staff College?

H: The Staff College is the highest instifution of military
learning in China, open to officers in the land, naval, and
air forces. Candidates must have the recommendation of
their unit commanders and pass an examination before they
may enter the Staff College. In the college they are taught
staff and command duties from brigade to army, together
with functions of staff officers. |

W:  What is the basic school of milifary education for officers?

H: The basic school is the'Central Military Academy. Its
predecessor was the famous Whampoa Military Academy in Can-
ton. Since 1924 when the Whampoa Academy was first estab-
1ished, the Central Military Academy and its bfanches have
graduated approximately 100,000 cadets. Before the with-
drawal to Taiwan, it had more than nine branch schools
distributed in various provincial areas.

W: How much training do these cadets receive?

H: The cadets are given one to three years of training after

which they are commissioned as second lieutenants. After a
few years service, they may enter special arms schools for

advanced training.

If that is the case, we must study the background, mission,
and functions of this system before formulating opinions.

I assume that there is no similar organization in the US
Armed Forces.

You may be right. However, many staff functions within

the US Forces are quite similar.

Department so important, Colonel?

Lt Colonel Hoh: The beginning of the Political Department dates

back to 1924 when the first military cadres were being
trained at the Whampoa Military Academy in Canton. For the
past three aecades, this system has succeeded in infusing
patriotic sentiments and firm belief in their just cause
among the officers and men, and contributed much to the
achievements of their Armed Forces. Therefore, the Chinese
are convinced of the necessify and the importance of this
political system.

What are the purposes'of the Political Department®s activi-
ties? “

The traditional methods of the Chinese Communists;in achieving
their goal of military conquests have been deception, pene-
tration, and subversion which aim at the disintegration of
the Chinese Nationalist®s military organization and shat-
tering the morale of their troops. To cope with this menace,
the activities of the Political Department are to dig out

tiie conspiracies of the Russians and the Chinese communities,
to strengthen friendly relations between the military per-
sonnel and the civilians, to insure security of the troops,
to maintain their will to fight, and to increase their faith

in final victory.
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Oh, I see. The work of the Political Department is to mark
distinction between barbarism and civilization, totalitar-
ianism and democracy. It is true that only with a clear
objective in mind and a closely knit fighting force can

they hope to defeat the enemy.

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Capt Cheung: What is the organization of the political staff in
the Chinese Armed Forces?

Lt Colénel Hdh: The General Political Départment is a staff or-
ganization of the Ministry of National Defense and is re-

sponsible for the overall political activities under the com-

mand of the Chief of General Staff.

C: How about the units?

H: . Each of the units above and including division level has a
political departmént. Each of the units below and including
regiment level has a political section or a political officer.

C: How do they coordinate?

H: The chief of the politidal department in units above division
level is the chief of the political staff and is responsible
for the direction and coordination of the political section's
operations within the unit. The chief of the political sec-
tion in regimental, battalion and company units is the com-
mander of the unit as well as the political staff officer
to the commander.

C: Please use a field unit as an example.

H: A commander of a field unit has a political chief of staff
as well as a military one., The military chief of staff

directs and coordinates the operations of G-1, G-2, G-3,

G-4 and special staff; whereas the political chief of
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staff directs and coordinates the operations of S-1, S-2,
S-3, S-4, and political special staff. In the chain of
command, the military chief of staff and the political

chief of staff are directly under the commander.

Lt Colonel Hoh: They are similar in their objectives and nature.
The difference is that the Chinese system is centralized,

the US is not.

C: What do you mean by that?

H: In other words, the Chinese Forces, in viéw of the particular
circumstances in wﬁich they are placed.and-the nature of
the enemy they are f1ght1ng, deem it necessary to centralize
some of the staff functions as functions of the political
staff. These functions are normally distributed among the
general and special staffs in the case of US Forces.

C: Can you use a chart to explain to us?

H: Certainly. First I must caution you that these charts are
classified by the Chinese Forces. But anyway, you have been
cleared by the US and Chinese Forces to handle classified
matters including top secret, secret, confidentialz4gnd
restricted (still being used by the Chinese).

C: What is the coordination between fhe Chinese Political Staff
and MAAG?

H: An officer each from the US Army,US Navy, and US Air Force

of MAAG was appointed to serve as liaison-advisor to work
with the Chief of the Poiitical Department and to furnish
him and his staff guidance_for the proper coordination of
political activities with military training.

The General Pblitical Department is responsible for overall
planning and supervision offpsywar activities in accordance
with the policy prescribed by MND (Ministry of National
Defense). Political Departments at GHQ level are charged
with the execution of strategical psywar activities and
supervision over tactical psywar activities. Political
Departments (Sections) in lower echelons are respéﬁé&ble

for the execution of tactical psywar activities.

What are the agencies exclusively engaged in psywar
activities?
They are the psywar command ports, fishermen's relief

stations, broadcasting detachments... Their psywar activitiesg
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include broadcasting, loudspeakers on battlefields, firing

of leaflets, launching of balloons, drifting of leaflets

on the sea, dropping of leaflets from the air...

tions, sinking and damaging more than ten ships, destroy=-

ing depots and pesitions, and shooting down two Japanese
planes., On the same day, a few of the Chinese pursuit
planes intercepted eighteen Japanese heavy bombers and shot
down six of them. Since that day, the Chinese have called
it "Air Force Day'.

C: Before the "Flying Tigérs” were integrated into the U,S.
14th Air Force, what part did they play?

H: Under the command of Colonel (later Majof General) Claire
L. Chennault, and with Madame Chiang Kai-shek as honorary
commander, the 'Flying Tigers" were organized in October
1941 and were integrated in July 1942. Within this short
period of time, the "Flying Tigers' played an outstanding
part in aerial warfare in the skies of China, Burma;ﬂfhai-
land, and Vietnam (then Indo-China). It is almost a legend
in itself., Within a matter of a few months, these coura-

geous and undaunted '"'soldiers of fortune' shot down 284

enemy aircraft, besides uncounted numbers of enemy per-
sonnel and materials killed and destroyed by their straf-

ings and bombings.

C: What do they do after they complete‘their tréining?

H: They return to China for'service in combat unit§ or to in-
struct in flying schools.

C; What do fhey do in the Air Force combat units?

H: They are classified into these two categories: air crews
and ground crews. The former includes pilots, navigators,
bombardiers, machine gunners, reconnaissance and aerial
photographers. The latter includes mechanics and bomb-
loading personnel. In addition, some of them are assigned
to air defense units and charged with the responsibility

of blackouts and the prevention of enemy air attacks.

Lt. Colonel Hoh: The coast line of China is long and the size

of the Chinese Navy is negligible and pitiful. Most of
the vessels were presented to China by the United States
and the allied powers. The tonnage of ships is small,
and the number of trained persomnel is only a handful,

I understand the Japanese wiped out the entire Chinese
Navy during World War II., 1Is that true?

You may say something like that. But dctually most of

the ships were sunk to blockade the Yangtse River. An
aggregate tonnage of 63,800"fons was scuttled., After all
the Japanese Navy was the third or the fourth strongest

in the world, it had all types of ships including aircraft
carriers, battleships, heavy cruisers, destroyers, sub-
marines, submarine tenders, transports, torpedo boats,
mine-layers, mine-sweepers, landing crafts, and anything
you could possibly name. On the other hand, China had a
mere total of 59 ships of various sizes. o

The Chinese Navy resorted to the use of motor torpedo
boats and drifting mines against the Japanese Navy,

Scores of Japenese warships and merchantmen were sunk

or damaged by native made mines released by néval guerilla

What does the Tfansportation"Directorate do?

A new united service was established in accordance with
American suggestions, which unified the command of railway,
highway and river transportation into one single outfit.
How about finance?

The pay for officers and men in the Chinese armed forces
was raised in order to bolster their morale. Hitherto,
army personnel had been paid two to five times 1essdﬁ§an
civil-servants of corresponding rank. In the past, army
finance and quartermaster work all came under the same de-
partment. Under the Headquarters of Combined Service Forces,
a separate Quartermaster Directorate was organized, making

it independent of its finance department.

The Medical Administration estabiished a Medical Center

for the purpose of training a corps of army doctors and
surgeons within the next few years. At the same time,
experienced army medical personnel have been sént abroad
for advanced studies.

What do they do to remedy the shortage of medical supplies?
There has always been a scarcity of medical supplies. With
the exception of the small items that they themselves can
manufacture, practically all medicine, drugs, vaccines....
