Public Phone

Public calls cost 50 won. In almost every neighborhood in all the major cities, Korea-
wide long distance pay phones have been installed. There is, of course, a time limit to
your 50 won, so prepare to use more coins for long conversations. There will be a
series of beeps on the phone to indicate the need for additional change. Public phones
will accept 10, 50, and 100 won coins. Public phones that take pre-paid cards are very
convenient and more common in Korea than coin deposit phones. The amount of
money spent from phone use is subtracted from a magnetic tape located on the phone
card, which is about the size of a regular credit card. The cards range from 2,000 to
10,000 won and can be bought at most cigarette sales booths. They can be used for
international calls as well.
