The above location markers 1| and Il A basically have the same meaning as the English
prepositions at, in, on, etc. However, I is more likely to be associated with static verbs,
while 1| 4] goes along with action verbs.

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1. Traditional Korean Clothing

Today, most Koreans wear Western-style garments. However, Koreans (especially
women and children) prefer to wear colorful traditional costumes on special occasions
like New Year’s Eve or even at weddings. 3+ is the Korean word for the national,
traditional costume. The man’s basic outfit consists of 4 122] (jacket), H}#]
(trousers) and -7} 7| (top coat). The jacket has loose sleeves and the trousers are
roomy and tied with straps around the ankles. The woman’s dress includes a very
short blouse called a 4] 32.2], which is tied in the front with a long bow and has long
full sleeves. The women also wear a full-length, high-waist, wrap-around skirt called
a x| v}, White cotton socks and boat-shaped shoes made of silk, rubber, or straw are
worn with these costumes.

2. Military Clothing

In most cases, Korean soldiers are not allowed to leave their military installation 24
hours a day. Even after their duty hours are over, they must stay inside the barracks.
Rare occasions when soldiers have direct contact with civilians, occur when soldiers
work with civilians while on duty, soldiers are on leave, or soldiers have visitors.
