The unit of measurement for fruits and vegetables in Korea is different from the unit
of measurement used in the United States. Koreans use % to indicate a bunch with
such items as green onions (Z}), Chinese cabbage (3 5), celery (42 2] 2]), spinach (
Al A]), etc. They also use < as a measure of weight when indicating quantity, as in
strawberries (271]), grapes (3£X2), onions (3}), potatoes (7<), meat (37]), etc.
One < is equivalent to approximately 1.3 Ibs.

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1. Shopping in Seoul

Seoul offers a wide variety of shopping venues, such as department stores, duty-free
shops, and outdoor markets. Many of the subway stations and bus terminals have
underground shopping with abundant merchandise. While prices are fixed and there
is no haggling in department and major stores, it may benefit you to haggle in outdoor
markets or shopping districts, such as ‘@t A1, 5 & A] %, o] ] 371, etc.
Many booths that line alleyways in outdoor markets are not much larger than a closet,
but you can find a variety of goods, such as shoes, fabrics, clothing, furniture,
bedding, household goods, sporting equipment, cooking utensils, electronic parts,
flowers, and food, etc.

A% means outdoor market. The first character, A, means market or city and can be
added to any city name: A]-2-A] for the city of Seoul, 5-2+*] for the city of Pusan, 7
<-A] for the city of New York, etc. - means a big open place and is combined with
other nouns to form words such as athletic field/stadium (-5-7), swimming pool (
997, and so on. It is helpful to know that the homonym A] % has a different
Sino-Korean character, %, which means mayor.
