Either a platoon or a squad lives
in each building. Soldiers don’t sleep on beds, but on a squad sleeping board called a
“chimsang,” which is a big panel-board, like plywood, on knee-high supports. In most
cases, one or two squads sleep in a line on each chimsang. Each soldier is given a small
closet (foot locker) at the end of each chimsang to keep personal belongings. Officers,
however, have their own beds in the officers’ barrack. Today, traditional wooden
barracks are being replaced with modern buildings, but the soldiers still sleep on
chimsangs. These new barracks are provided with various facilities such as showers,
entertainment rooms with ping-pong and billiard tables, and even weight rooms.
