The population of the Republic of Korea as of 2003 was 48 million. The population
density of the country is 490 persons per square kilometer. As of 2002, the population
of North Korea was 22.2 million. Fast population growth was once a serious social
problem in the Republic, as in most other developing nations. Due to successful
family planning campaigns and changing attitudes, however, population growth has
been curbed remarkably in recent years. The annual growth rate was 0.60 percent in
2003.

A notable trend in the population structure is that it is getting increasingly older. The
2003 population estimate revealed that 8.3 percent of the total population was 65 years
old or over.

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People

Koreans are one ethnic family and speak one language. Sharing distinct physical
characteristics, they are believed to be descendants of several Mongol tribes that
migrated to the Korean Peninsula from Central Asia.

In the seventh century, the various states of the peninsula were unified for the first
time under the Silla Kingdom (57 BC - AD 935). Such homogeneity has enabled
Koreans to be relatively free from ethnic problems and to maintain a firm solidarity
with one another.

As of the end of 2003, South Korea's total population was estimated at 48,205,000,
with a density of 478.4 people per square kilometer. The population of North Korea is
estimated to be 22,521,000.

Korea saw its population grow by an annual rate of 3 percent over the 1960s, but this
trend slowed to 2 percent over the next decade. Today, the growth rate stands at only
0.57 percent, and is expected to further decline to 0 percent in 2028.

A notable trend in Korea's demographics is that it is growing older with each passing
year. Statistics show that 7.0 percent of the total population of Korea was 65 years or
older in 1999; this same generation made up 8.7 percent of the total in 2004.

In the 1960s, Korea's population distribution formed a pyramid shape, with a high
birth rate and relatively short life expectancy. However, the structure is now shaped
more like a bell with a low birth rate and extended life expectancy. The young
population (under the age of 15 years) will make up a decreasing portion of the total,
while senior citizens (over 65 years) will account for some 23.1 percent of the total by
the year 2030.

The nation's rapid industrialization and urbanization in the 1960s and 1970s have been
accompanied by a continuing migration of rural residents into the cities, particularly
Seoul, resulting in heavily populated metropolitan areas. However, in recent years, an
increasing number of people have begun moving to suburban areas of Seoul.

Although China had been pressing Korea to use a dragon design on its national flag,
Korea rejected this in favor of a blue and red yin-yang on a white field, a favorite Korean
design since ancient times. Thus, the taegeukgi design became the temporary national
flag. Later, eight trigrams (combinations of three unbroken and broken bars) were added
around the taegeukgi circle, thereby creating the design, which served as the Korean
national flag for a long time.

King Gojong appointed Bak, YoungHyo as his ambassador to Japan in September 1882.
While aboard ship heading for Japan, Bak drew a national flag with a taecgeukgi circle,
but included only four trigrams, instead of eight, and started using the flag on the 25th of
that month. On October 3", Park reported this change to King Gojong, who formally
proclaimed the Taegeukgi as the national flag on March 6, 1883. For some unknown
reason, however, he did not have formal instructions published at that time on how to
make the flag. In fact, it wasn't until June 29, 1942 that the provisional Korean

62



government in exile enacted a law on the uniform method of making the national flag.
The law was promulgated, but since the government was in exile, it was not widely
known to Koreans at home who were still under Japanese colonial rule.

Following the founding of the Republic of Korea on August 15, 1948, the government
felt that they should codify the method of making the national flag. This prompted the
government to form a special commission in January 1949 that issued the provision on
the national flag on October 15 of that year. Since then, the Republic of Korea has been
using the Taegeukgi as the national flag.

The Taegeukgi embodies the ideals of Koreans who have pursued development and
prosperity under universal principles and truth.

The circle in the center of the flag is divided into two equal parts. The upper red section
represents the positive cosmic forces of yang. Conversely, the lower blue section
represents the negative cosmic forces of yin. The two forces together embody the
concepts of continual movement, balance, and harmony that characterize the sphere of
infinity. The circle is surrounded by four trigrams, one in each corner. Each trigram
symbolizes one of the four universal elements: heaven (=), earth (=), fire (==), and
water (E=).

B Rose of Sharon") was written into the national anthem in the
late 19th century.

There are more than 100 cultivars of the Rose of Sharon indigenous to Korea. The
flower has single, semi-double, or double petals. Depending on their colors, the flowers
are divided into 3 groups: Dansim (flower with red center), Baedal (pure white flower),
and Asadal (pink dots on the edges of the petals). The Dansim, a single petal flower,
serves as Korea's national flower.

The Rose of Sharon blooms from early July through late October. About 2,000 to 3,000
bloom on a single plant. They are strong enough to survive even when transplanted or
cut for decorations or flower arrangements. Thus, the flower represents the wish for
lasting national development and prosperity.

The original words of the Aegukga seem to have been written around 1907 to bolster
loyalty to the nation and foster a spirit of independence as the country faced threats of
foreign aggression. Over the years, various leaders have revised the words many times,
evolving the anthem into what it is today.

Originally, the anthem was sung to the tune of the Scottish folk song, "Auld Lang Syne.”
Ahn, Eak-Tai (1905-1965), a Korean composer active overseas, felt that it was
inappropriate to sing the Aegukga to the tune of another country's folk song. So, he
composed a new tune in 1935, which the exiled provisional government adopted. While
Koreans outside the country sang the anthem to the new tune, those at home continued to
use Auld Lang Syne until after Korea was liberated in 1945.

Since establishing the Republic of Korea in 1948, Koreans have sung the Aegukga to the
new music at all official events. It soon spread nationwide and was published in several
textbooks. Now, Koreans at home and abroad recognize the Aegukga as Korea's national
anthem. Since Koreans have sung the Aegukga for nearly a century, they remember the
patriotism of their ancestors whenever they sing it, whether the occasion is happy or sad.

Geography
Korea is located on the Korean Peninsula, which spans 1,100 kilometers north to south. The Korean
Peninsula lies on the northeastern section of the Asian continent, where Korean waters are joined by the
western-most parts of the Pacific. The peninsula shares its northern border with China and Russia. To
its east is the East Sea, beyond which neighboring Japan lies. In addition to the mainland peninsula,
Korea includes some 3,000 islands.

Korea encompasses a total of 222,154 square kilometers -- almost the same size as England or
Romania. Some 45 percent of this area, or 99,000 square kilometers, is considered cultivatable area,
excluding reclaimed land areas. Mountainous terrain accounts for some two-thirds of the territory like
Portugal, Hungary or Ireland.

The Taebaek Mountain Range runs the full length of the east coast, where the lashing waves of the East
Sea have carved out sheer cliffs and rocky islets. The western and southern slopes are rather gentle,
forming plains, and many offshore islands are honeycombed with inlets.

The peninsula features so many scenic mountains and rivers that Koreans have often likened their
country to a beautifully embroidered brocade. The highest peak is Mt. Baekdu in North Korea, which
rises up 2,744 meters above sea level along the northern border facing China. Mt. Baekdu is an extinct
volcano where a large volcanic lake, named Cheonji, has been formed. The mountain is regarded as an
especially important symbol of the Korean spirit and is mentioned in the national anthem.

Considering its territorial size, Korea has a relatively large number of rivers and streams. These
waterways played crucial roles in shaping the lifestyle of Koreans, and in the nation's industrialization.
The two longest rivers in North Korea are the Amnok River (Yalu, 790 kilometers) and the Duman
River (Tumen, 521 kilometers). These rivers originate from Mt. Baekdu and flow to the west and the
east, respectively. They form the peninsula's northern border.

In the southern part of the peninsula, the Nakdong River (525 kilometers) and the Han River (514
kilometers) are the two major waterways. The Han River flows through Seoul, the capital of South
Korea. It serves as a lifeline for the heavily concentrated population in the central region of modern
Korea, just as it did for the people of the ancient kingdoms that developed along its banks.

Surrounding the peninsula on three sides, the ocean has played an integral role in the lives of Koreans
since ancient times, as it contributed to the early development of shipbuilding and navigational skills.
