Mountainous Korea

Korea is a mountainous country. In fact, about three quarters of the Korean Peninsula
are mountainous. Although most of the mountains in Korea are not very high (the
highest mountain in South Korea is Mt. Halla, which is 1,965m), they give Korea its
own unique terrain, with meandering rivers and roads with a lot of tunnels, curves,
and slopes. Also, the relative scarcity of plain areas makes the towns and villages
look all the more crowded.

When you are anywhere in Korea, you can see numerous layers of mountain ridges
overlapping one another in the distance. Then, you may be able to understand the
extent of the despair Hammel (a Dutch sailor in the 17" century, shipwrecked and
detained for more than 10 years in Korea) felt. Being a man from a flat country, in his
memoir, Hammel said, “When I looked around, I could only see endless layers of
mountains and mountains.”

Forests in Korea

During the colonial period (1910-1945) and the subsequent Korean War (1950-1953),
most of the forests in Korean mountains were decimated. To make matters worse,
people in the 1960s and 1970s depended on wood for heating and cooking, thus
worsening the already serious deforestation problem. The result was the inevitable
bald mountainsides throughout the country, which gave rise to serious landslides and
flooding later. Beginning in the early 1970s, the government prohibited woodcutting
and began a large-scale campaign of tree planting. In three decades, these efforts have
completely exceeded the original expectations, making Korea one of the few countries
in the world, which have succeeded in recovering the once lost forestland. Nowadays,
the Korean mountains are so densely wooded that it is frequently impossible to reach
the mountaintop, except through a limited number of lanes in the forests.

Rice Paddies & Their Hidden Functions

Only decades ago, Korea was an agricultural society. Rice has been the most
important staple crop in Korea for thousands of years. Since Korea is a highly
mountainous country, Koreans have been trying their best to procure as much
farmland as possible by developing rice paddies wherever they can grow. As a result,
even the mountain slopes, which may seem to be too steep for farming, have been
turned into rice paddies in the shape of staircases. Although the relative importance of
rice farming has been reduced to a great extent, especially during the modern
industrialization of the nation, rice paddies are still one of the most distinctive features
of the rural landscape of Korea.

Ecologically, these rice paddies, with rice plants and the huge amount of water they
contain, have been found to play a crucial role in keeping the environment healthy.
The rice plants give off a huge amount of oxygen and consume an incredible amount
of carbon dioxide in the process.

The other important role of these rice paddies is their flood controlling capacity.

Since almost half of the precipitation in the Korean peninsula is centered on the
relatively short monsoon season at the end of June, if it were not for the existence of
these numerous small-scale “reservoirs”, the inevitable flooding during that period
would become far more serious than it is now. Thus, the uneconomical rice paddies in
this highly industrialized age, have turned out to provide enormous benefits to
Koreans in unexpected ways.

Rivers and Streams in Korea

Rivers and streams in Korea are seldom dry at any time during the year. However, the
amount of water that flows through them varies greatly as the season changes. The
once narrow looking rivers, with clear water, easily become a muddy river of
hundreds or thousands of meters in width during the monsoon season of June and the
typhoon season between August and October. At these times, the fast muddy flow of
the rivers threaten the safety of the people who live along them. Every year, many
people lose their lives and property, because of flooding. Except for these relatively
short periods, Korean rivers and streams are very peaceful. They have clear, slow
flowing water most of the time during the year.

These nine words represent peak, mountain, or hill in Korean. %] is a pure Korean
word, meaning mountain, while & (peak), 4} (mountain), and ¢} (mountain) are
words of Chinese origin. %} is the most common word that can be found in the names
of Korean mountains, as in #¢}4F, &84 =54k and =744k, Although -&- is
translated into “peak” in English, you will not find the kind of mountain peaks in
Korea as you see in the U.S. Mountain peaks in Korea can often refer to a mountain
less than 1000 feet high! A few mountain names in Korea contain the word ©} in
them, such as ¥4k Aotk D okal and %] eH4t. Usually, these mountains have
very steep slopes near the top of the mountain, and that’s why they have the word ©}
in them, which means “steep mountain”. The Korean words that mean “hill” in
English are 915}, 3171, A, ¥, and #|. Ofthese,1H, 327l], and Al| can mean “hill”
as independent words, while & and *| are only used as part of a proper name for
some hills. While most hills are not very high in altitude, some of them, such as th ¥+
¥ and V] A] & in Kangwon Province, are as high as 5000 feet. All these mountains
and hills in Korea have an abundance of stories and legends, which have been formed
during the past thousands of years on the peninsula. So, it may be an interesting
cultural and historical exploration to inquire about a mountain’s origin when you
come across one.
