Now that you are in Korea, shouldn’t you greet
others in the Korean way?

Stevens: How?

Changwon Jon: Since you are about the same age as [ am, you don’t have to make a
formal bow. You greet with a nod. When you face the other, you bend about 15 degrees
forward and say “+d s}A 2.

Stevens: What about when you greet people older than you or the ones you meet for the
first time?

Changwon Jon: You do the same thing, but this time it is polite to bend forward about 30
degrees.

Stevens: Are you not supposed to make eye contact?

Changwon Jon: It is okay to make eye contact before or after you greet others, but when
you bow it is polite to look down.

Stevens: Are those the only two greetings that I should know?

Changwon Jon: Yes, for everyday greetings. However, on formal occasions, you should
use more polite greetings.
