The task
is to process and decode the message by responding to multiple-
choice, true-or-false, and content questions or by extracting
the essential elements of information.

® Reading Comprehension

~ The activity is to process and decode a passage printed
in Russian. The tasks include scanning, skimming, comprehending
or evaluation the message, and restoring, gisting, or para-
phrasing the text. ‘

@® Translation

Vocalization/Reading Interpretation: The activity con-
sists of reading a passage printed in Russian. The task is to
interpret the message into spoken English.

Translation: The activity consists of reading a printed
passage in Russian or English. The task is to translate the
passage in writing into the other language.

® Writing (Transcription/Written Response)

The activity is listening to a recorded passage in Rus=
sian. The task is to write the passage in Russian using the
conventional Cyrillic alphabet and then to respond to questions
pertaining to the message. :

All aspects of the mass communication media are government
controlled and operated. The media of mass communication are an
indispensible adjunct to the Party and government bureaucracies
and play an extremely important role ‘in the implementation of
official policies. "In order to shape the thinking of the Soviet
people, the Communist Party has developed an extensive and elabo-
rate apparatus of mass persuasion under the. dlrectorshlp of the
Department of Propaganda and Agitation. :

To carry out its respon51b111t1es, the Department of Propaganda
and Agitation is divided into a number of branches, each with a
distinct sphere of operations. No area of endeavor which might
conceivably influence public .opinion is exempt from control.
The Department of Propaganda and Agitation handles everything from
1nterpret1ng Marxist texts to selectlng revolutionary slogans.
Its primary function, however, is to control the press, films,

THE PRESS

The press is viewed by the Communist Party as its chief ideo-
logical weapon. As such, the tone of the newspapers is serious.
The basic, recurrent themes that run through the press are: the
building of communism; the struggle for the achievement of "freedom
and socialism" throughout the world; and denunciations of so-called
"imperialist" activities. Aside from Soviet foreign relations,
foreign news coverage is sparse and, when present, is usually rele-
gated to the back pages of newspapers. Moreover, there is little
or no information concerning crime, natural disasters, and negative
occurrences in the Soviet Union.

The average length of a newspaper is four to six pages. It
‘carries few photographs and cartoons by comparison with papers
published in the West. Since there are only two news agencies--
Tass and Novosti--the information contained in different newspapers
is usually uniform and reptitive.

The two most important newspapers are Pravda and Izvestia.
Pravda is the organ of the Central Committee of the Communist Party
and emphasizes Party affairs and ideological issues; Izvestia is
the organ of the government and is oriented toward government news.

THE RADIO

The radio in the Soviet Union is not regarded as being primarily
either a source of amusement or a means of recreation for the popu-
lation. Like the press, radio is considered an important instru-
ment of indoctrination. It serves as a channel of communication
between the Party and the people.

Radio is even more centralized than the press.  Radio Moscow,
the central broadcasting network, has four programs and serves as
the station of origin. A large portion of the rece1v1ng network
consists of wired radio receivers. A wired receiver is essentially
a loudspeaker that. receives broadcasts, The striking feature of
these units is that the listener cannot choose the station he wants
to listen to, but must ‘listen to the program being transmitted over
the wires of his- exchange. “This system provides the regime with a
powerful control over what -Soviet radio audiences hear and effec-
tively cuts them off- from contact with all non- Sov1et stations.

With the rise of the number of short-wave unlts, the govern-
ment employs an elaborate jammlng system.
