The task
is to process and decode the message by responding to multiple-
choice, true-or-false, and content questlons or by extracting
the essentlal elemen s of 1nformatlon.

@® Reading Comprehension

v The activity is to process and decode a passage printed in
Russian. The tasks include scanning, skimming, comprehending

~or evaluating the message, and restorlng, gisting, or para-
phra51ng the text. :

@ Translating

'Vocalization/Readiﬁg:Interpretation: The activity consists
of reading a passage printed in Russian. The task is to inter-
pret the message into spoken English.

Translation: The activity consists of reading a printed
passage in Russian or English. The .task is to translate the
passage in writing into the other language.

@® Writing (Transcription/Written Re‘spo'nse'.)

The activity is listening to a recorded passage in Russian.
The task is to write the passage down in Russian using the con-
ventional Cyrrilic alphabet and then to respond to guestions
pertaining to the message.
